We also got to see 
the film from the last meeting in 
Karlskrona, where the Summit of the 
Yc3 project ‘Youth – in – Connection’ 
took place. 
  
 

 
 
 
 
Zofia Drozd, member of Erasmus Stu-
dent Network, then told us about pos-
sibilities of student exchange in the 
European Union. Violetta Yurkevich 
and Lobanov Vladislav Sergeevich al-
so explained what the possibilities are 
of student exchange in Kaliningrad 
Oblast.  
 

 

The participants were then organized 
into two groups and started new dis-
cussions. The first workshop con-
cerned education, Erasmus and the 
possibility of student exchange in the 
future. To be able to influence, the 
result of the workshop has been sent 
to the EU open consultation concern-
ing the future of Erasmus. The second 
workshop gave the participants the 
opportunity to get to know some use-
ful techniques that helps improving 
your memory.   
The evaluation told us that both work-
shops were much appreciated, yet the 
workshop on the future of Erasmus 
was a bit difficult.

So I en-
joyed listening to my Lithuanian col-
league Irmantas about his experience in 
Erasmus, also it was nice to hear about 
Erasmus Mundus from Vlad, who lives in 
Kaliningrad.  
 
What do you mean by sentence: ‘Stu-
dent exchange is a very important activ-
ity in the present Educational System’? 
 
Three words: The Bologna Process! Bo-
logna Process is to create a European 
Higher Education Area based on interna-
tional cooperation – student´s exchange 
is big part of it. 
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Yc³ (Youth Cross-border Cooperation and Communication) is a project aiming to give young people around the 
South Baltic Sea an opportunity to influence politicians on subjects that they are interested in. 
The project is also aiming to be a platform for networking where young people can meet to exchange ideas and 
cooperate with other young people in the area. The project is started by Youth Board that consists of youngsters 
from Sweden, Denmark, Poland, Russia and Lithuania. www.youthboard.eu/yc3  
Youth Board is a part of the political organisation Euroregion Baltic (ERB) and has therefore the opportunity to 
influence political issues that are important to young people. To find out what is important, the project will form 
an arena for participation, influence, intercultural dialogue and cross border cooperation.
